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SECTION 1
TITLE, PURPOSES, POWERS
AND INCORPORATION

1.1-TITLE
1.1.1-The title of this Association is "The
Army Aviation Association of America”,
hereafter referred to as AAAA or the
Association.

1.2-GENERAL

1.2.1-Army Aviation Is an essential member
of the Combined Arms Team that supports the
U. S. Army mission to defeat all enemies
foreign and domestic. Army Aviation is required
to perform numerous and diverse maneuver
and sustainment missions in high-risk global
environments. The Soldier is the heart of Army
Aviation and is required to maintain maximum
combat effectiveness throughout the total Army.
The Army Aviation Association of America is
the only not-for-profit organization that is
dedicated to representing the broad interests of
Army Aviation. AAAA is a professional
organization, and has many constituencies that
support all aspects of Army Aviation. This
includes Active Duty, Reserve Components
(Army National Guard and U.S. Army Reserve),
Civilian, Retired, Industry, Affiliated
Organizations, and Friends of Army Aviation.
Regardiess of interest and motivations, there is
one indisputable and overriding focus that the
membership concurs as the purpose of AAAA
and that is to support the United States Army
Aviation Soldier and Family.

1.3-PURPOSE

1.3.1-To support the United States Army
Aviation Soldier and Family: This statement
becomes the touchstone for National and
Chapter decisions, actions, and activities. The
metric to judge the effectiveness of
decisions/actions should be based on the
answer to the question: "How does this relate to
supporting the U.S. Army Aviation Soldier and
Family?”

1.4-POWERS

1.4.1-Through its Executive Board, officers,
committees, and other duly authorized
representatives, the Association shall have the
power to carry out the above stated purpose,
and to take appropriate action in connection
therewith, in accordance with the By-Laws
under which the Association is organized.
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1.4.2-The Association shall have the power to
purchase, lease, rent, or otherwise acquire real
or other property to carry out the objectives of
the Association and may dispose of said

property.

1.4.3-The Association shall have the power to
contract with outside agencies and to employ
persons as necessary to acquire the services
needed to accomplish the affairs of the
Association.

1.5-INCORPORATION

1.5.1-The Association is organized as a not-
for-profit corporation without capital stock under
the laws of the State of Connecticut. Chapters
and any other elements of the Association are
specifically prohibited from organizing as
separate corporations. Should any of the above
elements be required to report separately to the
Federal internal Revenue Service, they must
submit any reports to the Association for review
prior to any separate filing.

1.6-AFFILIATION
1.6.1-Chapters operate and exist on military
instaliations only with the consent of the
Installation Commander. This consent is
contingent on compliance with requirements
and conditions of all Army Reguiations.

SECTION 2 - MEMBERSHIP
2.1-CLASSES OF MEMBERSHIP
2.1.1-INDIVIDUAL MEMBERS: Those

persons whose past or current duties affiliate
them with the field of U.S. Army Aviation or its
allied pursuits, or those persons who, though
not necessarily having a past or current
professional affiliation with U.S. Army Aviation,
desire to advance the purpose of the
Association.

2.1.2-NATIONAL. HONORARY MEMBERS:
Those persons who, in the opinion of the
National Executive Board, have constituted an
outstanding achievement through their work
towards advancing the purpose of the
Association.

2.1.3- CHAPTER HONORARY MEMBERS:
Those persons who, in the opinion of the
Chapter Executive Board, have given
outstanding support to Army Aviation.



2.1.4- INDUSTRY MEMBERS: Those
corporations having an affiliation with U.S. Army
Aviation and desiring to participate in the
Association.

2.1.4.1-Full Industry Membership is available
to those corporations having annual U.S. Army
sales in excess of $10 million in the previous
Calendar Year (CY) and shall entitle 24
members of the corporation to be Individual
Members without further payment.

2.1.4.2-Associate Industry Membership is
available to those corporations having annual
U.S. Army sales less than $10 million in the
previous CY, and shall entitle 12 members of
the corporation to be Individual Members
without further payment.

2.1.5-LIFE MEMBERS: Those Individual
Members as described in Section 2.1.1 who
have paid the Life Member Dues.

2.1.6-CHAPTER SUSTAINING MEMBERS:
Those local non-defense businesses that desire
to express support of Army Aviation through the
Association.

2.2-ANTI-DISCRIMINATION
2.2.1-The Association shall not discriminate in
membership on the basis of race, color, sex,
national origin, religion, age, or physical
disability.

2.3-APPLICATION FOR MEMBERSHIP
2.3.1-Upon application, membership shall be
granted to any individual of acceptable moral
character or any corporation which indicates a
desire to advance the aims and purpose of the
Association.

2.4-ASSOCIATION FISCAL/MEMBERSHIP
YEAR

2.4.1-For purposes of defining the operating
fiscal year of the Association, the membership
year of the Association shall commence at
12:01 a.m. each January 1 and shall terminate
at 12:00 midnight on the subsequent December
31.

2.5- GOOD STANDING

2.5.1-A Member shall be considered in good
standing if his/her Annual Dues are paid.
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2.6-PRIVILEGES OF MEMBERSHIP
2.6.1-All Members may attend any meeting of
the Association, except that a majority of the
National or Chapter Executive Board may vote
a closed session for specific Executive Board
meetings.

2.6.2-Members are eligible to hold elective or
appointive office at any activity level, and are
eligible to vote in the affairs of the Association.

2.6.3-Members shall receive all of the
authorized publications of the Association.

2.6.4-Members are entitled to all other
privileges as set forth in the By-Laws of the
Association.

2.6.5-Industry members are entitled to
paricipate as corporations in Association
functions, to include conventions, symposia,
and product exhibits. Industry non-members will
not be accorded these privileges unless
approved by the National Executive Board.

2.7-RESPONSIBILITIES OF MEMBERSHIP

2.7.1-Members are encouraged to read and
be familiar with these By-Laws. Copies are on
file with Chapter Secretaries and are obtainable
from the National Office on request or may be
obtained on the AAAA website. At Chapter and
National-Sponsored activities, members of the
Association will refrain from acts of personal
conduct that are morally offensive to the
Association membership or to the communities
in which the activities are sponsored.

2.8-SOLICITATION OF INDUSTRY MEMBERS

2.8.1-The Association maintains a policy of
restraint in the solicitation of industry members
for exhibits at conventions, symposia, or
meetings. This policy is intended to prevent the
imposition of financial burdens on industry
members and is not to be construed as
discouraging industry presentations or voluntary
participation of any type. Accordingly, as
specified in Section 4.5.3, members will not
solicit industry for funds, exhibits, or for any
type of support involving the Industry Member's
expenditure of funds without prior approval of
the National Executive Board.
